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Financial Budget (CENTRAL GOVT.) February 2015

Dear All,

Sub : Implications of the Budget.

Modi Government's 1+ full-fledged budget will prove to be landmark and India transforming budget due
to far sighted, visionary and paradigm shifting steps and bold patriotic policy decisions taken and
announced in the budget.

We have tried to throw light on few of the very far reaching and impactful announcements that is going to
change the way we Indians have been conducting our affairs may be business, Personal, social etc.

1) Steps taken to curb black money:
The most impactful and far reaching bold announcement in the budget is the measures planned to
bring back country's money kept outside the country (illegal currency) and to curb the generation of
black money in domestic as well as international transactions.

This twin goals are sought to be achieved by enacting comprehensive law to stop generation and
disincentivising dealings in cash.

% Major overhaul of Prevention of Money Laundering Act (PMLA) and making applicable
PMLA provisions to Customs, Excise, VAT, Income Tax in order to deter businesses or citizens
from generating black money by means of over invoicing, under invoicing etc. Also, provisions
will be made to hold responsible all those service providers like — Banks, Officers, Consultants
etc. helping in carrying out such transactions. They will face hefty penalties and 7 years
imprisonment. Perpetrators of such transactions will be imprisoned for 10 years with stringent
and hefty penalties.

»  Any False Declarations, Statements etc. will also face imprisonment of 7 years.

* Benami transactions Act will be revamped to prevent generation of black money and Income
Tax to provide for filing of Income Tax Returns and disclosure of Interest by such persons even
though no taxable income.

% Dealings in cash will be curbed and making / accepting cash in immovable property dealings
banned above Rs.20,000/-.

% Stopping multiple payment below threshold and aggregating them, thereby stop misuse of the
law.

s CashPaymentabove Rs.5,000/-not to be allowed in 5 Star Hotels etc.
% Reporting of PAN mandatory for purchase or sale above 1 Lacs mandatory.

Once the real law comes out and becomes effective, it will transform the way India deals in Cash /
Black Money.
Also, Government. is planning to provide a one time small window to disclose and bring back all the
money/Assets occupied outside the country by paying taxes, penalty etc but will provide exemption
from prosecution.

GudiPadwa_GoBack GoBack

GudiPadwa is the Hindu New Year in Marathi culture as per traditional lunar
calendar followed in Maharashtra. GudiPadwa 2015 Date is March 21. It is observed mainly in
Maharashtra, Goa and parts of Karnataka.As per traditional Marathi calendar, this New Year is
the Manmatha Nama Samvatsar and the Shri Shalivahan Shak 1937 begins on the day. The first
month in the Marathi calendar is Chaitra and GudiPadwa is observed on Chaitra 1 or the first
day of Chaitra. The most important event on the day is the hoisting of theGudhi (victory flags)
in front of the homes.

There numerous reasons for observing GudiPadwa - the most important legends are the
defeat of Shakas by Shaliavahan and some people observe it to commemorate the victories of
Chatrapati Shivaji Mahara.

Gudi Hoisting The most important event on the day is the hoisting of flags on a
bamboo staff. The flag hoisted on Maharashtrian New Year is made of green or yellow colored
silk cloth. A bright garlanded goblet is hung on top of the flag pole. Neem leaves, mango
leaves, garland of red flowers and gaohi (sweet) are hung on the Gudhi. Rangoli is drawn near
the Gudi or in front of the house.

GudiPadwa Offerings Offering made of neem leaves and neem flowers and
jaggery is distributed on the day. The offering consists of neem leaves and neem flowers,
soaked dal, cumin seeds, honey or jaggery and asafetida. The offering symbolically indicates
that life is filled with joy and sorrow.

AllSpiCiOllS Day GudiPadva is one of the most auspicious days in the Marathi
Hindu Calendar and is considered ideal for starting new ventures and INVESTMENT. It is
believed that every moment on the GudhiPadwa day is auspicious. The day also heralds the
arrival of the spring season.

Farmers make it a point to plough the field on the GudhiPadva day and they believe
it will help in having a good harvest in the ensuing agricultural season.

RAM NAVAMI 28 March 2015

Rama Navami is the day on which Lord Rama, the
seventh incarnation of Lord Vishnu, incarnated in human form in
the land of Ayodhya. He is the ardha ansh of Vishnu or has half the
divinitive qualities of Lord Vishnu. The word “Rama” literally
means one who is divinely blissful and who gives joy to others,
and one in whom the sages rejoice.

Ram Navami falls on the ninth day of the bright fortnight
in the month of Chaitra (April/May) and coincides with Vasant
Navratri or Chait Durga Puja. Therefore in some regions, the
festival is spread over nine days. This day, marking the birthday of
Lord Rama, is also observed as the marriage day of Rama and
Sita and thus also referred to as Kalyanotsavam.

Bhagwan Rama exemplified the perfect person (Maryadapurushottam). He was the
embodiment of Compassion, Gentleness, Kindness, Righteousness and Integrity. Although he had all
the power in the world, he still was peaceful and gentle.

Atthe Sivananda Ashram, Rishikesh, Ramnavami is celebrated for nine days as follows:
o The sacred Mantras "Om Sri RamayaNamah" or "Om Sri Ram Jai Ram Jai Jai Ram" are chanted.

L Devotees read the whole of the Ramayana, either the Sanskrit version of Sage Valmiki or the Hindi
version of Saint Tulsidas, during these nine days.

L Those who cannot recite the entire epic may read this single verse which contains in a nutshell the
story of the Ramayana: "Formerly, Sri Rama went to the forests, where sages did penance,
and killed the illusive deer. Sita was carried away and Jatayu was killed. Rama met Sugriva, killed
Vali and crossed the ocean. The city of Lanka was burnt by Hanuman. The demons, Ravana and
Kumbhakarna, were then killed. Thus is recited the holy Ramayana".

] Devotees greet one another with '"Sri Ram" or " Jai Ram-ji-ki"'.

o Those who have adopted Lord Rama as their favorite deity observe a fast, taking only milk
and fruit for all the nine days. Some fast only on the Ramnavami day itself.

o On the final day of Ramnavami, a grand worship of Lord Rama is organized in the gorgeously
decorated temple. All the Vedic rituals including Laksharchana are performed.

) A "havan" or sacred fire ceremony is also performed.

o From four in the morning to late at night, there devotional music and chants of Rama are played.

L Leaflets, booklets and BOOKS relating to Lord Rama are distributed.

Special meetings are held in the evening at which discourses on the life and teachings of the
Lord are delivered.

Highlights of Maharashtra Budget Speech, 2015 presented by
Finance Minister of Maharashtra on 18" March,2015.

® No VAT on Service Tax.
® Revise Return as per Audit or Investigation findings can be done more than once.

® [Late Fees for filing MVAT and CST Returns within 30 days of due date to be reduced from
Rs.2000 to Rs. 1000.

® In case of annual return as per Audit or other findings if any tax is found due than interest on such
tax can be calculated from 1" October of the said financial year to which tax relates to the date of
payment.

®  (Cancellation of assessment will be possible in transaction wise assessment in case such orders
are passed ex-parte.

VAT Rate on Eco Marked Wood and Laminates to be increased from 5% to12.5%.
Exemption of Profession Tax for Salaried Women to be raised upto Rs.10000.

VAT on Ladies Purses and Handbags to be reduced from 12.5% to 5%.

VAT on Guide Wire for Medical use to be reduced from 12.5% to 5%.

VAT on LED Bulb to be reduced from 12.5% to 5%

VAT on Cashew Shell to be reduced from 12.5% to 5%.

Workbook, Drawing Book and Laboratory Book to be Tax Free from 01st April, 2015.
New Notification for entry C-70 i.e. Paper would be issued for more clarity on coverage.

LBT to be abolished from 1% August 2015. However the rate of MVAT will be increased to
cover up the loses due to abolishing of LBT.

Rate of Tax on Tea, Currants and Resins will be 5% up till 31/03/2016.
